In addition, the Speaker
explain to the representatives of the Norther Cluster WEF that the last houses that were
built were in the early 2000s and believes that it's also a contributing factor to the social
ills and factors that they have highlight in the Community needs for Murraysburg.
Furthermore, the Speaker informs the representatives of the Northern Cluster WEF that
the Beaufort West Municipality applied for funding by the Integrated National
Electrification Programme (INEP) for funding and were informed on the 23 June 2025
that there is enough electricity from Eskom (substation) to build 100 houses in
Murraysburg. The Speaker also mentions that the Netball courts is on Beaufort West
Municipality plan and that there are funding available and that the Beaufort West
Municipality intent to upgrade the Soccer field in the next financial year.

The Acting Municipal Manager informs Council regarding the 100 houses, that we still
need the increase of the electricity and that are busy with a proposal to increase the
capacity of electricity to be able to build the 100 houses. The representative of the
Norther Cluster WEF informs Council that they are aware of the issue regarding the
Electricity and that they are awaiting a full understanding of the Electricity problem. The
Speaker asks that the Administration and Infrastructure to gather all needed information
in this regard. Furthermore, the representatives of the Norther Cluster WEF request a
written response, if possible, in relation with the Landfill site plan in Murraysburg and
asks how the Northern Windfarms can partner with Beaufort West Municipality to ensure
the protection of the infrastructure investments.

1. Mayor’s Report
1.1 In-Year Report - Monthly Budget Statement

1.1.1 Implementation of the budget in accordance with the SDBIP

1.1.2 Financial problems or risks facing the municipality

The current financial position of the municipality remains under pressure. The Western Cape
Provincial Government approved an intervention in Beaufort West Municipality in terms of section
139(5) of the Constitution. A mandatory Financial Recovery Plan (FRP) was approved and are
now being implemented. Directors are urged to identify and promote effectiveness and
efficiencies within their respective directorates and to keep their expenditure within the approved
budget.

1.1.3 Other relevant information

An adjustments budget was tabled in Council during May 2025 and was approved. This report

contains the adjustments budget figures.

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3. Executive Summary

3.1 Introduction

Section 71 of the MFMA states that the Accounting Officer of a Municipality must by no later than
10 working days after the end of each month submit to the mayor of the Municipality and the
relevant Provincial Treasury in the prescribe format on the state of the Municipality's budget.

This report presents the current state of the budget implementation and reasons for variances
and possible action to be taken.

3.2 Consolidated performance
3.2.1 Against annual budget

Total Revenue

The total revenue (excluding capital transfers and contributions) year-to-date accrued amounted
to R 415,428 million at the end of June 2025. This was R 63,714 million or 13% below the year-
to-date budget of R 479,142 million at the end of June 2025. The total revenue is provisional, the
municipality is currently busy with year-end closure. Another revenue item that affected the
performance of June was the fines, penalties and forfeits that was R 66,015 million or 83% below
the year-to-date target R 79,486 million. This relate specifically to traffic fines and the iGRAP 1
treatment of traffic fines.

The transfers and subsidies - capital {monetary allocations) year-to-date amounted to R 27,834
million at the end of June 2025. This was R 1,812 million below the year-to-date adjusted target
of R 28,645 million at the end of June 2025,

Refer to Table C4 for more detail on revenue by source.
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Operating expenditure by type

The year to date total operational expenditure at the end of June 2025 amounted tc R 405,027
million. This was R 63,057 million or 13% below year-to-date budget projections for June 2025.
The total expenditure is provisional, the municipality is currently busy with year-end closure. The
variance in debt impairment and imecoverable debts written off reiate to traffic fines and the
treatment of traffic fines in terms of iIGRAP 1.

Refer to Table C4 for further details on expenditure by type.

Capital expenditure

Council approved capital budget amounting to R 30,313,005 for the 2024/25 financial year during
the adjustment budget of February 2025. The capital budget was revised upwards to R
31,757,354 with the adjustments approved at the end of May 2025. At the end of June 2025 the
total capital budget expenditure amounted to R 29,119,700 excluding VAT or 92% of the approved
capital budget. The figure is provisional.

Refer to Table C5 and SC12 for more detail on capital expenditure.

Cash flows

The municipality started the month of June with a positive net cash position of R 9,142,545.89
and an investment balance of R 28,432,261.94 million. The net cash position at the end of June
2025 amounted to R 999,742.41 positive as per bank statement and the investment balance
amounted {o R 16,268,197.34.

MURRAYSBURG: ST PHILLTPS ANGLICAN CHURCH

Erf 388 Murraysburg was identified for the development of a new low-cost housing
project. Due to ESKOM not being able to supply in the electricity demand of
Murraysburg the intended housing project could yet be approved and implemented.

A letter dated 26 January 2024 with annexures received from the ST. Phillips
Anglican Church requesting the transfer of ownership of a portion of erf 388
Murraysburg as well as permission to subdivide erf 388 is attached as
159 to 160

Investigation revealed the aforesaid church have been occupying a portion of erf
388 Murraysburg for an unknown period of time. Nou record could be found that
the said portion of land was allocated to the church by either the former
Murraysburg Municipality or the Central Karoo District Municipality.

The local representative of the ST Phillips Anglican Church was also not able to
confirm since when the church was in occupation of the land. However, the church
did provide copies of correspondence dating back to 15 August 2022 attached as
BAnnexure 16110 164 containing a copy of a letter dated 20 September 2021 issued
by the former Town Manager of Murraysburg, Mr R Klink in which the latter
indicated that the Anglican Church may appoint a land surveyor to survey the
portion of erf 388 Murraysburg, thus implying that the church may obtain ownership
thereof.

The Town Manager of Murraysburg was not authorized to nor delegated to make
any award of Municipal owned land in Murraysburg implying or authorizing the sale
of transfer of ownership.

Figure 1 below show the layout of erf 388 Murraysburg and also several structures
on the land.

Enquiry was made to the Senior Building Inspector with regards to the nature of the
structure and occupation thereof the which the Building Inspector responded as
follows in e-mails dated 14 February 2024 and 3 June 2024.

The Acting Senior Manager: Electro Technical Services in a memorandum dated
19 March 2024 confirmed that erf 388 Murraysburg falls within the Eskom supply
area and Beaufort West Municipality is therefore not responsible to provide an
electricity connection to the property.

Erf 388 Murraysburg is currently zoned as Community Zone | of which the primary
use is a place of instruction e.g. schools, colleges etc. The request of the ST Phillips
Anglican Church will require a land use application for the rezoning of the portion
of erf 388 from Community Zone | to Community Zone Il of which the primary use
is a place of worship e.g. churches and mosques. The application will further more
result in the subdivision of erf 388 Murraysburg in order to create a separate erf to
be transferred to the church.
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Erf 388 Murraysburg is currently as per the 2024 valuation roll, valued at
R860 000.00. The total extent is indicated as 8.5741ha, which represents R10.03
per square metre. At the aforesaid value the estimated value of the portion of land
that the ST Phillips Anglican Church is applying for would approximately R33219.36
depending on the exact number of square metres to be surveyed.

It serves to be mentioned that since the discussion with the church in 2021/2022,
the building burnt down and the church now intends to erect a new church building
thus necessitating the transfer of ownership of the land.

In the light of the aforementioned facts, Council is requested to:

1. Consider, in principle, the application of the ST Phillips Anglican Church for
ownership of a portion of erf 388 Murraysburg and if granted to further
resolve;
