Quotations received in electronic format or after the closing time and date will not be considered. 
Council is not bound to accept the lowest or any Bid. Telegraphic, telephonic, facsimile, e-mail 
and late Bids will not be accepted.  
  
Bidders who wish to claim preference points should include with quotation a valid original or 
certified copy of BEE or EME certificate with quotation and an original valid Tax Clearance 
Certificate. Please note that suppliers who are not already registered on Council's Preferred 
Suppliers Database or Western Cape Suppliers Database must submit registration document 
with quotation or ensure that they are registered before, 10 March 2016, and proof of 
registration must be submitted with quotation.   
  
The quotation must be valid for a period of 90 days after the closing date. The quotation will be 
subject to Council’s Supply Chain Management Policy, the Preferential Procurement Policy 
Framework Act and the Preferential Procurement Regulations, 2011. The 80/20 preference points 
system will be applicable.  
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
