It is estimated that the contractor should have a CIDB grading designation of 2SQ/2CE or higher.  
 
A prerequisite of 70 evaluation points exists for Quality/ Functionality, in order to be further evaluated. 
 
A compulsory site meeting will be held at the Youth Hub Centre, 1 Ngesi Ave, Sidesaviwa in Beaufort 
West on Thursday, 20 March 2025 at 14:00. No tenderers will be allowed to attend the compulsory site 
inspection meeting if they arrive more than 15 minutes after the meeting commenced. Hard copies of 
the document must be booked in advance before Tuesday, 18 March 2025 and will be available at the 
compulsory site meeting and bookings can be done with Mrs C Bowers at 
courtneye@beaufortwestmun.co.za or sidwillm@beaufortwestmun.co.za.

Telegraphic, telephonic, telex, facsimile, e-mail and late tenders will not be accepted. The lowest, only or any 
tender shall not necessarily be accepted and the Council reserves the right to accept any part of the tender.  
 
The tender must be valid for a period of 90 (ninety) days after the closing date. The tender will be subject to 
Council’s Supply Chain Management Policy, the Preferential Procurement Policy Framework Act and the 
Amended Preferential Procurement Regulations, 2023.  The 80/20 preference points system will be applicable.
